To all Math I parents, 
We have recently completed the sec-

ond unit in Math I.  The name of this unit was 
Algebra Investigations, and it was a discovery 
deep into algebra concepts.  In the two years 
we have taught this unit, we have found that 
students struggle with the concepts that are 
taught.  This is the reason that most of the 
grades you have seen this nine weeks have 
been lower than the first nine weeks.

Driver License/Permit:  
 

Parents: Be aware that all students must have 
a “Certificate of Attendance ” from the school 
before applying for a driver’s license or permit. 
Blank forms are available at the school. 
 

Before issuing the notarized “Certificate of 
Attendance”  form, the school is required to 
check the attendance and discipline of the stu-
dent for the current and previous year.  The 
student should submit this form to their first  
period teacher 2-3 days prior to going to the 
Department of Motor Vehicle. Should the stu-
dent have 10 or more unexcused absences in 
any one of the two mentioned years, or a disci-
pline offense noted on the form, they will be 
denied the certificate for a year.
