BY-LAWS
of
LAKESIDE HIGH BAND BOOSTERS ASSOCIATION
(Adopted March 21, 1988)

ARTICLE I
NAME OF THE ORGANIZATION

The name of this organization shall be: Lakeside High Band Boosters
Association. '

ARTICLE II
OBJECT OF THE ORGANIZATION

The object of the Lakeside High Band Boosters Association is to sup-
port the Lakeside High Band and to undertake such activities to this
end as may be determined by the membership.

The purposes for which the Lakeside High Band Boosters Association is
organized are exclusively religious, charitable, scientific, literary,
and educational within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954 or the corresponding provision of any future
United States Revenue law.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, this organization
shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried

on by an organization exempt from Federal income tax under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or the corresponding
provision of any future United States .Internal Revenue law.

In the event of dissolution, the residual assets of the organization
will be turned over to one or more organizations which themselves are
exempt as organizations described in Section 501(c)(3) and 170(c) (2)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or corresponding sections of any
prior or future Internal Revenue Code, or to the Federal, State, or
local government for exclusive public purpose.

ARTICLE III
MEMBERSHIP
The Lakeside High Band Boosters Association 1s open to any adult inter-
ested in supporting this Association and its objectives and includes

those members of the school system as designated by county school policy.

Voting privilege will be extended to those members of the school system
as designated by county school policy and to adult members whose dues
are current.
